Suggested Assignments

Class IX - Creative Writing: Students are to write
short compositions the stimuli being; i) a piece of
recorded music; ii) a recorded series of sound; iii) a
picture/photograph; iv) an opening sentence or phrase;
V) a newspaper/magazine clipping or report; one piece
of factual writing which should be informative or
argumentative; one piece of expressive writing which
is descriptive and imaginative; preparation of the
film/book review.
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Class X - Oral: Prepared  speech/  declamation;
impromptu  speech/ debate/ discussion; report/
interview; elocution; role play/ general conversation
on selected topics.

Aural: Listening to a conversation/ talk/ reading of
a short passage and then writing down the relevant or
main points in the specified number of words and
answering the given questions.

EVALUATION

The assignments/project work are to be evaluated by
the subject teacher and by an External Examiner. (The
External Examiner may be a teacher nominated by the
Head of the school, who could be from the faculty, but
not teaching the subject in the section/class. For
example, a teacher of Language of Class VIII may be
deputed to be an External Examiner for Class X,
Language projects.)

The Internal Examiner and the External Examiner will
assess the assignments independently.
